Hence, all interests would be reconciled, and
hence my enthusiasm for the Malsolm X's, the Stokely Carmichaels,
pt.al., as aompared to the compulsery integrationists of the NAACP.
How about this for a slogan: "Black Power--in a Black Republic?"
